STATES THE FOLLOWING

GEM is a three-year world-class Joint Doctorate Programme on « Global Governance, the EU and Muliilsteralism ». Funded within the European
Commission’s Erasmus Mundus Programme, this dootoral-level training and rescarch programme will offer fellowships covering up 10 three years of
doctoral activities. Coordinated by the ULB-IEE, its consortium is composed by 2 other Europcan members, 2 non Eurcopean members, and 3 associated
Institutions. It will educate top-doctoral students in their research about the challenges facing the contemporary global system. These 9 leading acedemic
Universities involved, along with their faculties, researchers and professors, constitule a unique international research community. From admission through
to completion of 3-year funded doctoral programme, GEM offers exoellent academic resources and ensurcs a visiting fellowship withit 2 second Partner
Institution to esch doctoral student. The GEM PhD School will answer a growing call for international doctoral programs, charscterized by cxcellence,
inter-disciplinarity and networked nature. As a bridging excrcise between varions disciplines within the Social Scicnces, the program sccks to foster an
innovative and mutuslly-beneficial dialogue between IR and EU studics. As a dootorsl program, the GEM PhD School is a1 the cross-roads between
research and teaching. The EMID-GEM consortium will guarantee the recognition of their integrated programs and award a double degree following the
completion of a jointly supervised doctoral disseriation. These tasks will be undertaken via the development of three serics of jointly executed rescarch
activities around ils ressarch themes, the integration of the existing Garnet PhDD Seminars, 8 set of specislized methodological and theorstical doctoral
collrses, a virtual network, the organisation of conferences and workshops, and the dissemination of excellence in its areas of rescarch.

Artide 1 — Implementation

A public selection is called for the admission to the three-year Doctoral Programme in Global Governance, the EU and Multilateralism — 2™ oycle — as per

Appendix A, with administrative seat — ooncerning this public selection — at LUISS as GEM Consortium partner institution.

The public sclection shall proceed according to the instructions as indicated in the following art. 4 on the basis of qualifications.

Acoording to the present notive, by qualifications we hercby imply: the information contained in the application and in the curriculum vitae, letters of

presentation, the research project, other qualifications mentioned under art. 2, paragraph 3.

1. According to the definition stated in the Evropean Commission Erssmus Mundus Programme Guide 2009-2013, we hereby consider the

following two categaries:

a) Category A fellowships: are to be awarded to dootoral candidates from all countries, other than 27 EU member states (or associsted ones). However
to remain in category A doctoral candidates must not have been a resident nor have carried out their main activity (studics, work, etc.) within the EU
for more than a total of 12 months over the last five yeers in one of these couniries. Finally, thosc non-EU nationals having spend more than 12 months

in Europe within the context of an Erasmus Mundus Master’s program (EMMC) will nevertheless remain in calcgery A- as an exception to the

previously cited rule;
b) Category B fellowships are to be awarded to any doctoral candidate who does not fulfil in the Calegory “A” criteria as defined above.

education ptogramme in the field of European Studies. The Programme lasts 3 (three) years (an extension is foreseen in order to uphold the thesis defence

within the fourth yesr). During the 3-year period, a mobility scheme cnsures that students will spend training/rescarch periods in at least two different

congortium institutions, as follows:

a) two compulsory periods will have to be spent by each student in at least two different partner countries (denoled as primary and secondary
institutions),

b) the student will have to spend o least ong year in the primary institution, which reproscnts the reference university for both adminisirstive and
educational aspects (mandatory);

¢) the student will have to spend at lgast a minimum of 6 months and a maximum of one year in the partner institutions (mandatoery).

d) the residuary period, if any, might be divided among other partner universities.

3 For each single GEM ressarch arca, information concerning the relevant research topios and the respective available places are published in

Article 2 — Admission Requirements
1 Candidates who ~ within the relevant expiry date of this public notice — hold a Master-level academic degree, whose duration is al [east 5 (five)
years (e.g. 5-year Master of Art/ Master of Art degree, or a 3+2-year Bachelor of Art + Master of Art) and which has been conferred according to the rules
and regulations in force in the applicant’s country or an equivalent foreign academic qualification, may spply for the selection procedure without age or
citizenship limitations.
2, In the onse of a degroc obtained in a country other than GEM Consortium institutions’ countrics and judged suitable, should the qualifications
not have been already deemed equivalent, the candidate shall require that this recognition be granted for the public selection purposcs only. In such osases
candidates shall aiso enclose the following documents:
a) the academic qualifications iranslated in English, as GEM Joint/Double Doctorate Programme official language;
b) all the dooumentation available concerning his carcer translated in English.
Other documents (specified in the Student Agreement which will be signed by the student and the Consortium) may be required according to cach nationai
regulations and shall be provided by the spplicant within three months from the communication of the sclected candidates list. A declaration of Equal
Value relevant to the degree is compulsory too.
3 All candidates must possess & Master graduate degree or equivalent, preferably in a relevant field within the Humanities or Social Sciences. In
light of the GEM PhB School’s interdisciplinary nature no specific requisites regarding the prior diploma’s field has been sct. It must however be noted
that “direotly relevant fields” - such as International Relations; EU Studics; International Political Theory; Area Studies; Political Theory; internationsl
law: or international political economy — will have a comparative advantags. The key factor will be the relevance of the applicants” previous studies and
experience with regards to his/her research project. Nevertheless, alt acknowledgeable prior diplomas must conform with the following eredit
requirements: all satisfactory previous diplomas must: ether be (i) & Master programme covering 120 ECTS or equivalent; or (ii) a Four year programme
offering 300 ECIS or more of relevant coursea.
A thorough proficiency in English is also necessery. English Proficiency can be aticsted either through a previous English-language diploma OR by way of
internationslly recognized proficiency tests (i.c. IELTS or TOEFL systems) which are to attest of the student’s functional language level. At the time of
spplication Students are not yet expected to have secured the necessary scores; however they must attest on their honowr what their anticipated English
proficiency level is, and pledge to scoure the necessary lests scores al the latest two months after receiving confirmation of their selection. The English-
language requirements are set at:
¢ 7.0 IELTS
¢ Paper TOEFL 620+
¢ Computer TOEFL 260+

Artide 3 — Application for Admission
1. The application process has been strcamlined ad standerdized so as to guarantee maximal efficiency and equality throughout the process.
Applications are to be handed in both clecironically and as a paper-copy by the January 16 2011 deadline at the latest.

As a first step, an applicant should complete his/her clectronic registration.

Once, the electronic registration completed, the applicant will get both an elestronic copy of all of his/her completed regisiration forms; as well as, a

request (o send in an electronic version of all necessary annexes.

In a second phase, completing the application provess implics printing out the elecironic forms and adding them to the paper-based copies of all the
necessary annexes. The full set of paper-based components of the application is to be bound as a single document snd send in by registered mail to the

Article 4 — Admission Procedures
The application will require the following elements — to be handed in both by registred meil AND through the online database on the program’s website.
1. The Completed online Application Forms:
- part 1: the student Identification Form;
- part 2: the standard abstract Reseasch Project.



2. A Detsiled Academic Curriculum Vitse (3 page Maximum).

3. Proof of Nationality (ex. Scan of Passport).

4. A Personal Free Essay detailing in your own words your overall PhD Project, including:
- a Presentation of the Personal Motivations behind the Application (500 Words, Max);

- a Doctoral Rescarch Project Synopsis (1500 Words. Max.);
- & Short Essay motivating the choice of “Jointly Exscuted Research Project™ and the preferred Mobility Strategy (1000 Words Max.).

5. A Certified Copy of the highest degree/diploma obtsined, stating credits, grades and workload, with an English language tranalation - If certified copics
cannot be provided before the application deadline, non centified copies are to be provided; and upon selection, the seleoted students will pledge to provide
the certified oncs within two months.

6. Certified copies of all relevant academic transcripts and academic records for all relevant courses taken at an institute of higher education, with an
English language translation - If certified copies cannot be provided before the spplication deadline, non certified copies are to be provided; and upon
selection, the selected students will pledge 1o provide the certified ones within two months.

7. Proof of a thorough proficiency in written and spoken English (see Above).
8. Two letters of recommendation from Academics - To be provided both as letters in sealed envelopes and electronic scanned documents. These two

versions are o be sent directly to the GEM PhID School secretariat by the supporting Academics.

Point 1 is to be filled in online — printed out and added to your paper-based application
Point 2-6 are 1o be attached to the online application - cither as soan or FDDF dooument.
Point 7 if required is to be send both directly to the coordinating institution from the testing organism (i.e. TOEFL or IELTS), and as a scanned document

from the applicant
Point 8 is to be send directly to the GEM Ceniral Executive Office by the endorsing Academics, both via postal and electronic mail.

Article § — Examining Commissions and their Functions
1 The GEM Consortium through the Board of Directors will carry out the selootive assessment of the candidates. The commission is made up by
members coming from each partner institution.
ol Each examining commission metmber will carry out separately the evaluation, applying the seme asscssment criteris as established in art. 4, in
order 1o evaluate the applications and documentation submitted, before and afier this call, by the candidates.
3 Examinations will be performed and a list of selection results will be drawn up according to the official deadlincs of January l6m. The board of
Diirectors will review also the applications sent from cach institution before the publication of the Call. Whoever does not succeed in applying on line, can

send LUISS Guido Carli a hard copy of hisher application.
4 Onge the first selection phase has been completed, the commission shall draw up the gencral list of suocessful candidates based on final

sslection: marks achieved by each candidate, computed as the average of the marks assigned by sll members. The lists concerning cvaluation of
qualifications will appear solely on:
- the notice-board of the relevant rescarch departments/structures of the involved GEM universities;
- Internel, in the GEM Consortium web site; hitp://www.erasmusmundus-gem.cw/, Most valuable candidates will be mformed via e-mail of the date
and time, the asgigned potential doctoral research track.

Article 6~ Admission to the Conrses
1. Candidates are eligible to be admitted to the courses according to the order in which they appear on the final lists until all available places,
divided per rescarch arca as per Appendix A, have becn assigned, subject to the constraints as per art. 7, paragraph 2 The remaining candidates who are
not adequately positioned on the final lists wilt be inserted, according the same oriteria, in the reserve listg, having the possibility to access the courses in

case of renunciation by admitted studenta.
2 Candidates successfully positioned in the final lista for a EMJD granted place will be admitted to the courses onty upon the spproval of the final

lists by the Education, Audiovisual and Culture Execulive Agency (EACEA, http://eacea.co.curopa.cu), according to the Erasmus Mundus Programme
provisions.
3 The total number of candidates admitted to the courses shall in no oase exceed the total number of places available.

Article 7 - Grants
1. Grants are assigned socording to the order of the final list and wilt cover omly the regular doctoral course duration of 3 (three) years, starting
from the official enrolment date as indioated in the Student Agresment, being expressly excluded from the grant coverage:
8) any period preoeding the official enrolment date, even if it ineludes the sctual start of the course;
b} any course extension;
¢) the period of the fourth year required to sustain the defence of the thesis.

2 EMJD grants canmot be agsisned to more then 2 (twe) candidates having the same citizenship. Eligible candidates who are not selected for the

EMJID grant due to this constraint, may decide either to accept a non-granted place or to participate to selection process for non-EMJD granted places,

following the rules indicated in art, 4, paragraph 7.
3 Candidates with equal grades will be granted funds on the basis of the same crileria of preference stated for the admission (o the programme, as

defined in the art. 4, paragraph 5.
4. The simultancous use of other study grants or employment contract is not allowed, along doctoral course duration.
5 The annual gross amount including social seourity expenses, welfare and other contributions to be paid by the recipient of each grant is stated in

Student Agreement.
