	English Blended Learning Modules for  Professional Communication Skills 

Module 1  The Language of International Communication: Meetings and Presentations  

(intermediate level : B1, B2 on the European scale)

This is an interactive, mixed mode course  which blends in-class sessions with independent web-based study.  

Students will acquire and fine-tune the language and techniques needed to make effective presentations and to lead and participate in meetings.  Students will present information and analyses in simulated meetings in institutional settings and in international contexts in which representatives of governmental and national and international interest groups express their views clearly and persuasively on selected issues of economic, legal and political concern. 

Module 2  The Language of International Communication: Negotiations and Cross-cultural Strategies

(upper intermediate /advanced level: B2+, C1, C2 on the European scale)

This is an interactive, mixed mode course  which blends in-class sessions with independent web-based study.  

Students will acquire and fine-tune the language needed for the topics treated, as well as for the various phases of negotiation, with a  focus on language which facilitates participation, creates common ground and emphasises cooperative or reciprocal aspects of the relationship. Students will engage in bilateral and multilateral negotiation simulations in institutional and international contexts, dealing with issues related to economics, public policy, social responsibility and ethics, politics and diplomacy.    

Students in both modules will gain experience in observing and interpreting non-verbal communication, and in designing and utilising visual information during spoken interactions and formal presentations.  Students will also develop awareness and strategies for cross-cultural communication.

	12. Metodi didattici


	Language learning is enhanced through a blend of face-to-face guided learning with the teacher and group and guided autonomous learning outside the classroom.  Classroom activities are interactive and students learn by doing, with the teacher acting as language consultant and facilitator.  The interactive, communicative and task-based approach uses case studies, multi-media activities, note-taking simulations and role plays.  Out-of-class activities include the use of authentic materials, real life situations, and the Internet.  Students are asked to reflect on their learning experiences and to develop their own tools for self-assessment

	13. Modalità di verifica dell'apprendimento


	Continuous assessment is based on active participation in class and autonomous work on blends assigned at the end of every class, which is collected in a student Portfolio.  At the end of the course there is an Oral Examination in which individual students present and discuss work from their Portfolio and/or carry out a simulation in small groups related to situations encountered during the course.
