	Academic Writing and Professional  Communication  Skills for Students of International Relations

This is a course in ‘blended language learning’ which aims to bridge the gap between the university and the world of work.  It is a new type of course based on the latest educational concept of ‘blended learning’, and will be taught using a mix of in-class guided learning and autonomous multi-media activities.  It has been designed for high intermediate and advanced students of English who need to develop their academic writing skills along with the language, interpersonal and intercultural skills required for professions in the field of international relations.  


	10. Testi di riferimento


	To allow for continuous updating, course materials and instructions for carrying out blended learning activities will be provided by the course professor in class

	11. Metodi didattici


	The approach to learning is interactive, and you will be involved at every seminar in different kinds of pair and group work, using language in activities which simulate real-life.Attendance at the 3-hour weekly seminars is essential.  In order to be able to participate actively at seminars, it is equally important for you to spend approximately the same amount of time carrying out the ‘blends’ which will be assigned to you at the end of every seminar in preparation for the next seminar.  



	12. Obiettivi formativi
	A major focus is on practising the kinds of writing typical of a postgraduate course of study in international relations, from summaries and commentaries to critiques and argumentative essays.  You will engage in critical reading/listening followed by discussion/debate, role plays and simulations as a preparation for critical writing, which entails developing your own informed analysis of the issue at hand. You will also develop professional communication skills, such as making presentations, negotiating and participating at meetings.  



	13. Modalità di verifica dell'apprendimento


	Your active participation at seminars and your performance of the blended learning activities outside the seminars, particularly with regard to progress made in elaborating various kinds of written texts, constitute the basis for your final mark and for your admission to the final examination. 

During the course you will collect all the course materials and the writing you have produced in a Portfolio, which you will bring with you to the Oral Examination at the end of the course, where you will be asked to talk about some aspect of the work you have done during the course. Criteria for evaluation will be developed and practised during the seminars, where you will be asked to observe and comment on the performance and writing of your peers, as well as to reflect on your own.



	14. Criteri per l’assegnazione dell’elaborato finale
	Only students at an advanced level of English, who have followed the course regularly and who are interested in doing a linguistic analysis of political or media discourse can be accepted.
