	9. Contenuti del corso

	English for Academic Purposes and for International Communication 

(intermediate, upper intermediate, advanced and proficiency level: B1, B2, C1 and C2 on the European scale)

The course is organized around the development of specific academic skills, and course activities include listening to lectures and note-taking, reading and discussion, brief presentations, report and essay writing on topics related to the student's field of study, particularly in the following areas: politics, the media, the economy and law.  Particular attention is paid to the acquisition of core vocabulary in these areas. 



	10. Testi di riferimento


	To allow for continuous updating, the authentic materials  used (video, audio and written texts), with accompanying worksheets elaborated ad hoc, are made available by the professor during the course.

	11. Metodi didattici


	The course professor provides input in the form of mini-lectures, multi-medial presentations, videos, written texts, and structured worksheets.  In the classroom students engage in interactive activities, such as group work, discussions and debates.  Out-of-class activities include the critical reading of authentic texts/viewing of videos and the writing of notes, summaries, reports and analytical essays. 



	12. Obiettivi formativi
	The objective of the course is to develop academic and study skills in English and to introduce concepts and vocabulary related to students’ field of study.  There is a focus on communicating in English as an International or Link Language (a common language but not a common culture) and students will learn to express themselves and their own culture in English.  Another important objective is to enhance awareness of cultural differences and to develop strategies for cross-cultural communication.  



	13. Modalità di verifica dell'apprendimento


	The final Written and Oral Examinations are based directly on the work done during the course (both from in-class sessions and independent assignments), which students collect in a Course Portfolio and bring to the Examination.  At the Oral Examination, students engage in a discussion with the Commission about the contents of the Course Portfolio.  The best preparation for the final examination is to attend all classes, participate actively and complete all outside assignments. 

The final mark for the course is based on a number of factors: 

· class attendance and participation

· outside assignments

· performance on the final Written and Oral Examinations

The evaluations of previous English language courses attended at Luiss will also be taken into consideration in determining the final mark. 



	14. Criteri per l’assegnazione dell’elaborato finale
	Only students at an advanced level of English, who have followed the course regularly and who are interested in doing a linguistic analysis of political or media discourse can be accepted.
